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The output of the selected projects, including the activities conducted by early-career researchers
(ECRs) during their visits to the host countries, as well as their contributions to the project as a whole,
will be widely disseminated via the [f&: Al DA] website. Reports submitted by early-career researchers
will be made available to the public to promote future research exchanges. Early-career researchers
selected for the programme are requested to submit the following documents to the Al DA team at KURA

within one month of completing their stay in Germany or Kyoto:
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Photographs: Please submit three to four images, including one of yourself, scenes from the host

institution, and moments of interaction with researchers. Priority should be given to those that show the

applicant together with early-career researchers from both Kyoto University and Germany.
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Please submit all documents in the specified format using MS Word or PDF files.
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The report and photographs will be posted on the Kyoto University and DAAD websites, as well as on
related social media platforms such as Facebook and X (formerly Twitter), for publicity purposes.
Before submitting photographs, please ensure that you have obtained permission from the relevant

individuals or organizations (e.g. research facilities).
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In addition to the above documents, please submit any other materials that could contribute to the
promotion of future exchanges among early-career researchers. Examples include: Information on
scholarships, research exchange fellowships and summer schools offered by the institutions you

visited.
